(5) These competitive entrance examinations will take place in the following centres: Bafoussam, Bamenda,
Bertoua, Buea, Douala, Ebolowa, Garoua, Maroua, Ngaoundere and Yaounde,

Article 2: The competitive entrance examination is open to:
- Final year students of the Baccalaureate and candidates preparing for the General Certificate of Education Advanced
Level (GCE-A/L) provided that they have passed in at least four subjects (Religious Knowledge excluded) at the GCE-
